Dear Presidents, 

I write to you to express my concern about Miskitu leader Brooklyn Rivera. He is being held and subjected to enforced disappearance only for speaking up about the challenges his people face. 

In November 2024 during the UN Universal Periodic Review Nicaraguan officials admitted to holding him. At that time Rivera had been forcibly disappeared for over 14 months. Since then, his family and the communities he leads have not received any news on where he is being held, nor on the psychological and physical state he is in.

I urgently request you to immediately and unconditionally release Brooklyn Rivera, disclose his whereabouts and allow him visits or calls from his family and a lawyer of his choice.
