Your Excellency,

I write this letter to express my deep concern about the unjust imprisonment of opposition figure Abir Moussi. She has been detained for two and a half years now. She is accused of attempting to change the form of the state and inciting violence. The charges against her appear to stem from her peaceful political activity and criticism of government actions.

Abir Moussi was arrested on 3 October 2023 after attempting to submit an appeal against presidential decrees on elections and peacefully protesting the authorities’ refusal to accept it. In December 2025, she was sentenced to 12 years in prison on unfounded charges. On 13 March 2026, the Tunis Court of Appeal reduced her sentence to 10 years.

I urgently request you to immediately release Abir Moussi, overturn her conviction and drop all charges against her, as she is imprisoned solely on the peaceful exercise of her human rights.

I thank you for paying attention to her case.
